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A state-of-the art new central warehouse facility in
Shanghai has set a new benchmark for customer
service in China. The expanded facility, in operation
since February 8 of this year, now offers a full line of
8,000 Porsche-engineered components with an
improved parts distribution system, expanded and
refined to meet the huge upsurge of demand enjoyed
by Porsche through its nationwide network of 27
Porsche Centres.

Spread over 5500 square meters, the new
warehouse heralds a new era of heightened efficiency
for Porsche in China. A designated staff of 13 trained
experts manage a warehouse system designed to
optimise the availability of parts and minimise
customer waiting times. Innovative features of the
new dealer delivery system include a GPS tracking
system that allows accurate placement and tailing of
shipments 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

Improved logistical features have also led to
improvements in delivery execution. Emergency
Vehicle Off Road (VOR) orders can now be distributed
in record time, with next-day delivery before 9am on
orders placed before 3pm.

Whether on the racetrack or the road, maintaining the optimum tyre pressure is crucial to safe and

successful driving.

Performance Principles

Porsche Sport Driving School with Arnd Stollmann

My husband always asks me to check the air pressure in my tyres. Why is

this important?
Ms. Li, Dalian, China

If you consider that your tyres are your only contact
with the road, and the contact surface area is not
much larger than four hands, then you begin to
realise why it is important to get your tyre pressure
right. With the correct air pressure, your tyres will
wear longer, save fuel, enhance handling and prevent
accidents. Correct air pressure in your tyres is as
important as the tuning of your engine. The economic
benefits are perhaps even greater! Incorrect air
pressure will lead to poor mileage, loss of tyre life
and bad handling — perhaps even a serious loss of
control.

Because our tyres do so much without seeming
to need any attention, we often overlook the need
to check air pressure. But all tyres slowly lose
pressure — even the very best tyres on your Porsche.
Generally, each tyre will lose up to one or two
kilopascals (kpa) of air per month in cool weather
and even more in warmer weather. Additionally,
performance driving will cause flexing and impacts
that can further decrease air pressure in your tyres.

Other circumstances also necessitate a visit to the
air pump. Seasonal changes or altitude changes

create a rise or drop in air pressure. For example,
for every 10 degrees change in temperature, tyre air
pressure changes approximately 7 kpa. High speed
driving will also increase tyre pressure due to rising
tyre temperatures.

Recommended air pressures can be found in the
Porsche owner's manual or on the tyre placard
located on the inside of the drivers side door. As an
important guideline, front and rear tyres do not need
to have the same tyre pressure, but it is extremely
important that both front tyres and both rear tyres
have the same pressure.




PCCA 2010: Battle
for Championship
Reaches Early Climax

With summer arriving and temperatures rising, the PCCA once again powered across China in
Rounds 3-6 of its 2010 season in May and June. Few could predict the storm of surprises that would
turn this season into the most intense in the series’ eight year history.

At Beijing Goldenport International Circuit on May 22,
the drivers of the PCCA knew that they would be
racing in front of one of the most passionate crowds
of the season, with hundreds of enthusiasts from
across China in the capital for the accompanying
Fascination Porsche event. After an outstanding
double win in Shanghai, reigning Champion Christian
Menzel of Team StarChase continued a rich vein of
form to claim pole position and quickly race into an
early lead in round 3. However, in the midst of the
competition, a spin from Hong Kong's Jacky Yeung
drew an early end to the action after just 14 laps.
Menzel, Team PCS Racing’s Craig Baird and Red Bull
Racing’'s Marchy Lee claimed the three spots on the
podium.

After the morning’s unprecedented melee, round 4
offered the drivers a better chance to prove their
mettle over a full 25 laps. Another authoritative
performance from Menzel earned him a flag-to-flag
victory in a thrilling three-way battle. Craig Baird also
demonstrated the kind of tenacity that is sure to
capture great acclaim - if not silverware — at the
close of this season. Japanese racer Keita Sawa for
LKM Racing Team, claimed third place at the
expense of Team Jebsen's Rodolfo Avila, who led him
for much of the afternoon. This surprise served as a
perfect forerunner of the dramatic nature of rounds
5&6.

CARRERA

The Zhuhai International Circuit was again the venue
for a crucial race in the PCCA calendar, with a strong
crowd, attending as part of the Pan Delta Super
Racing Festival, enjoying a spectacular that will live
long in the memory. With favourite Menzel boasting a
16 point lead at the head of the table, it was a great
surprise for all to see a resurgent Avila qualify in pole
position. However, more upsets were in store during
the race, with a crash bringing an early end to the
race for Avila, Menzel and Baird and throwing the
championship wide open in the process. There to
pounce on the opportunity was Marchy Lee, who
powered to the flag ahead of an impressive Sawa
and Class B driver Mok Weng Sun of Team PCS
Racing. This extraordinary result marked the first
ever victory for Lee in the series.

The stakes could not have been higher, then, for
round 6. Lee, taking off from pole position, had to
resist the challenges of Sawa for the entire duration,
but claimed his second victory of the day with

assurance. It was the battle for third place, however,
that revealed most about the pedigree of a true
champion. Making up for the disappointment of his
exit in round 5, Christian Menzel surged forward to
maintain an 18 point cushion at the head of
standings. One thing is for sure, Menzel must be
prepared to see off even more challengers in Korea
on August 27 if he is to keep his title defence on
track.
