Every measure of the new 911 GT3 — whether precision, performance or aerodynamics — shows there is not much
difference between the race track and everyday driving. Whether tracking turns on the race track or experiencing its
aerodynamics on the highway, the 911 GT3 is, unmistakably, born in Flacht.

Round 7 of the FIA World Endurance Championship
was a tough challenge for all involved.
